Dear Parishioners of St. Francis de Sales & St. Columban;

Father Steven and | recently met with the Pastoral Council
shared by St. Columban & St. Francis de Sales Parishes. As
a group we discussed a few ideas to help all of us come to
feel more united as a pastoral unit. We plan to move towards
publishing one (1) bulletin, shared by both parishes and
distributed, as usual, in both parishes. The websites and
parish apps will remain as they are for now. Our daily Mass
schedule and weekend Mass schedule will remain as they
are, with a few exceptions during Lent and the Easter Tritium.

As in the past there will be one evening Mass during Lent at
St. Francis de Sales and 2 days with late afternoon or evening
Masses at St. Columban, with the hope that the extra Masses
will allow working people and families to have a chance to
celebrate the Eucharist more frequently during Lent,
especially during this Jubilee Year.
